July 8, 2008 LHRC Minutes

The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met Tuesday, July 8, 2008 at 5:30 p.m. The meeting was held in Conference Room A of the Administration Building. The Chairperson called the meeting to order and the LHRC minutes for June 10, 2008 were unanimously approved.
The committee discussed and then voted unanimously to recommend to the State Committee that Ms. Dolly Clingempeel be re-appointed for a second term. 

The committee then went into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs for individuals. 

The CVTC Compliance Officer reviewed the Medical Protective Restraints. One initial psychotropic medication request was reviewed and approved. Twenty annuals were reviewed with no recommendations by LHRC.  Three others requested by the Facility Director were reviewed. One quarterly was reviewed with no recommendations.

Brenda Minshall, Social Worker and Sharon Rose, QMRP of Banister Hall presented for committee review a services plan that restricts incoming packages to a certain individual. The LHRC ultimately voted to recommend to the State Committee that a variance from the regulations be approved allowing CVTC staff members to open packages sent to this individual by his mother to be opened without the individual present. 

The committee came out of executive session and voted to approve the restrictive treatment programs that were discussed in closed session. 
The Human Rights Advocate gave his report. The Advocate also discussed with the committee members the possibility of changing the format of the LHRC meetings (streamline the meetings) and the possibility of meeting on a different day/time. 
With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
