The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met Monday July 19, 2010 at 2:00 p.m. The meeting was held in the Conference Room of the Administrative Building. Ms. Clingempeel, Acting Chairperson, asked for approval of the minutes. Mr. Milnor made the motion of approval and seconded the motion. The Chairperson called the meeting to order and motioned that the CVTC/LHRC go into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs for individuals. Mr. Milnor made the motion of approval and Mr. Fallis seconded the motion. The Compliance Officer reviewed the Medical Protective Restraints. There was one recommendation made by LHRC that an individual in Rivanna Ridge continue to be presented monthly. The Acting Psychology Director presented six (6) initial requests with no recommendations made by LHRC. Nineteen (19) annuals were reviewed with no recommendations made. There were seven (7), quarterly reviews presented with no recommendations made. Two (2) Six Month reviews were presented with no recommendations by LHRC. One request was made by an LHRC member who asked for specific information in regards to several hearing impaired individuals who were presented at the meeting. The Human Right’s Advocate submitted her report. The Chairperson then asked for a motion to approve restrictive treatment. Mr. Fallis made the motion and Mr. Milnor seconded the motion. The Chairperson then moved that each member certify that to the best of their knowledge only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements and to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs was discussed in closed session. The Chairperson asked for a motion to return to open session. Mr. Fallis made the motion and Ms. Taylor seconded the motion. The members decided to elect new offices for LHRC and voted Ms. Clingempeel as Chairperson and Mr. Milnor as Vice-Chairperson. With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 4:00pm.
