The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met Monday June 16, 2014 at 2:00 p.m. The meeting was held in the Conference Room of the Administrative Building.    Mrs. Milnor, Acting LHRC Chairperson called the meeting to order. A motion was made by Mrs. Milnor, and passed that the CVTC/LHRC go into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the protection of the privacy of individuals and discussing restrictive treatment programs. Mr. Burford made the motion of approval. Ms. Taylor seconded the motion. The Director of Psychology presented the RSRB report in the absence of the Compliance Officer and the Director of Risk Management. The Psychology Director presented nine (9) initial packets for review of restraint/restrictions and four (4) annual reviews with no recommendations made. The Acting Chairperson then moved that each member certify that to the best of their knowledge only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements and to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs was discussed in closed session. The Acting Chairperson asked for a motion to return to open session. Ms. Taylor made the motion and Mr. Burford seconded the motion. The Investigations Coordinator presented the report in the absence of the Compliance Officer. The Human Rights Advocate gave her report. CVTC staff were dismissed for the LHRC members to interview a prospective member. Following the interview, The Human Rights Advocate thanked Ms. Taylor and Mr. Fallis for their years of service on LHRC and stated a service certificate would be mailed to them within the next few weeks.  The Human Rights Advocate stated that Mrs. Powell would be possibly joining the committee in August.     

Approval of Minutes:  The Chairperson asked for approval of the April 28, 2014 LHRC minutes. The committee approved the minutes for April 28, 2014 with no discussion.

Adjournment: There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:30pm.
