The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met Monday March 18, 2013 at 2:08 p.m. The meeting was held in the Conference Room of the Administrative Building.   Mr. Burford called the meeting to order (in the absence of the Vice Chairperson) and a  motion was made  by Mr. Fallis, Vice Chairperson, and passed that the CVTC/LHRC go into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the protection of the privacy of individuals and discussing restrictive treatment programs. Mrs. Milnor made the motion of approval and Mr. Burford seconded the motion. The Compliance Officer presented her report. The Psychology Director presented two, (2) initial packets for review of restraint/restrictions. The committee recommended one initial (AW/47 Bldg.) return monthly with updates in regards to her progress/regress; five (5) annual reviews and three (3) annual reviews from the February 25, LHRC meeting with no recommendations made. The Vice-Chairperson then moved that each member certify that to the best of their knowledge only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements and to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs was discussed in closed session. The Vice-Chairperson asked for a motion to return to open session. Mrs. Milnor made the motion and Mr. Burford seconded the motion. The Director of Risk Management presented his report. The Human Rights Advocate presented her report. The Human Rights Advocate stated the State Human Rights Committee is currently recruiting members. She requested if any one was interested to see her after the meeting or contact her office for more information. The Human Rights Advocate advised the committee of a possible hearing in the near future. She advised the committee of the process of the necessary paperwork and of the deadline in regards to the paperwork. The committee voted in favor of an extension for submission for a hearing; with the date of April 15, 2013 at 4:00pm recommended. The Human Rights Advocate also advised that should the complaint go to hearing, Jennifer Kovack, Human Rights Advocate might be the technical advisor for the CVTC LHRC The Human Rights Advocate then recommended the committee hold an election on the Chairperson as Mr. Milnor had submitted his resignation. Ms. Milnor recommended Mr. Charles Fallis, currently Vice-Chair hold the office of Chairperson and Dr. V. Vyas become Vice-Chairperson. The committee voted in favor with no opposition.    
Approval of Minutes:  The Chairperson asked for approval of the January 28, 2013 and February 25, 2013 LHRC minutes. The committee approved the minutes for both, January 28, 2013 and February 25, 2013 with no discussion.
